The Philippine Center and its Free Medical Clinic continues
to be a strong presence at the Zablocki Park in Greenfield.

The free clinic is open every 2™ and 4™ Saturday of each
month. Since we started in 2000, the number of FMC patients
continue to grow. Now a total of 3,055 who had been seen
10.822 times. Free medical services have amounted to
$2,060,831 to date including medication and laboratory ser-
vices which were calculated and added only starting in 2010.

The 2nd Philippine Center Health Fair will be

held on August 23, 2014 at the Philippine Center
and the Zablocki Park in partnership with the Forest
County Potawatomi Foundation, Milwaukee County Parks,
and the City of Greenfield Health, Police and Fire Depart-
ments and other organizations to be announced when
their participation are confirmed.
