The Philippine Center and the Milwaukee County Parks Depart-
ment  hosted an informal open house last January 14, 2013 to 
showcase to the other Milwau-
kee County Departments, the 
City of Greenfield and major 
PCCCF grant providers the 
Philippine Center and the Free 
Medical Clinic accomplish-
ments since opening the FMC 
doors on March 10,  2012. 
 

The presence of the Philippine 
Center and the Free Medical 
Clinic has brought new life and 
dimension to Zablocki Park.  
 

Interim Milwaukee County Parks Director Jim Keegan said that 
the cultural center and  the free medical clinic are just one step in 
the revitalization of the large park on Greenfield’s north side. He 
also commented that what we are doing makes it  a busier park and  
it is going to be a safer park.  The county has some dollars to invest 
in this park. He said his department plans to rehabilitate the 
Zablocki Park tennis courts and basketball courts this summer .  
 

“I remember the first day I met (Ramos) — the energy, the smile 
— and it’s been that way all the way through,” Keegan said. “He’s 
so proud of what they accomplished, and they need to be proud. 
Their community came together and did something that’s great .The 
investment they poured into the building, the life they brought 
back into the building. You take a look back at what was going on 
before hand. It was a few rentals, but now there’s a free medical 
clinic that’s impacting the community and the county as a whole.”                                              

Greenfield Mayor Mike Nietzke, County Supervisors John 
Weishan Jr., and Mark Borkowski  voiced their appreciation of the 
activities and  services we offer to the community.  
 

Our major grant providers were represented by Jim Marks, re-
tired Vice President of  Greater Milwaukee Foundation and pre-
sent consultant of United Way and Executive Director Kaye Garcia 
and Noemi Figueroa of Forest Co. Potawatomi Foundation.   

The free clinic is open every 2nd and 4th Saturday of each month.  
 

Since 2000, FMC patients now total  2,887 and had been seen 
11,480  times. with free services amounting to $1,731,994 includ-
ing medication and laboratory services recorded only from 2010.
